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Congress approved H.J. Res. 83, a Resolution of Disapproval to repeal a regulation by the
Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) to extend the statute of limitations on certain
recordkeeping citations from six months to five years. OSHA issued the regulation in December 2016,
ignoring an appeals court decision that ruled the agency incorrectly had extended the six-month statute
of limitations on recordkeeping citations contained in federal law. The House approved H.J. Res. 83
March 1; the Senate followed suit March 22 on a narrow vote of 50-48; and President Trump signed
the resolution April 3. Under the terms of the CRA, once a resolution of disapproval is enacted, the
regulation in question is deemed as if it never took effect. Also, OSHA is prohibited from issuing any

Preventing Falls From Scaffolding

When scaffolds are not upright or used properly, falls can occur. Protecting workers from
scaffoldrelated accidents would prevent many deaths and more than 4,000 injuries each
year.

Here is an Example

Willie, a construction worker, fell 20 feet from an unsecured scaffold. He had been
helping to install metal frames on the outer wall of a residential building when the
accident happened. The leaning scaffold was not tied off and had been moving away
from the building while Willie was working. He fell to the ground, hitting his head on the
second story, and died.

1. Why did this tragedy happen? How could it have been prevented?

2. Have you ever had an injury due to falling from scaffolding, or have you
heard of anyone who has fallen from scaffolding?

3. If so, what happened?

Preventing Falls from Scaffolding

o Provide an access ladder.

o Only use scaffold-grade lumber.

« Install guardrails and toeboards on all scaffolding 10 or more feet above the
ground.

o Make sure the scaffold is able to support four times the maximum intended load
(including the weight of the scaffold).

« Make sure the scaffold is level by using screw jacks on base plates and mudsills.

o Keep scaffold within 14 inches of the building.
